Median Notes

Median: the number that marks the MIDDLE of an ordered set of data.  Half of the values are less than or equal to the median and half of the values are greater than or equal to the median.
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Steps for finding the median of a data set: 

1.  Order the data points (numbers) from least to greatest.  Be sure to cross out the numbers from the unorganized list as you write them down to ensure you write down each number.

2.  Beginning with the number on the far left (the smallest number) and the number on the far right (the greatest number), cross off two numbers at a time from your organized list.  Stop when you can no longer cross off both a number on the left and a number on the right at the same time.

3.  If there is only one number left in the middle, this number is the median.

4.  If there are two numbers left in the middle, find the number that is halfway between those two numbers.  The number that is halfway between the two numbers is the median.
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Median = 8
