WHAT

The range of a data set is:


the difference between the least value and the greatest value in a set of data.



Range = largest value (maximum) – smallest value (minimum)
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HOW
How to find the range:

1) Arrange the set of numbers in 


3) Subtract the smallest number from order from least to greatest.



the largest.
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2) Identify the smallest and largest 


4) This number is the range of the numbers in the set.

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WHY

The range tells you how spread out a set of data is.  It is particularly useful when comparing sets of data.
